HINT: When selecting multiple picture files to import, select the first 
file, hold the SHIFT key down on your keyboard while selecting the 
last file by doing this every file in-between will be selected to import 
simultaneously.  To select files not physically located together, hold 
the CTRL key while selecting multiple files.  When desired files are 
selected, click OK then click Import.
